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This, the 90th anniversary of the Russian Revolution, is a time to reflect upon the values by which we live by and struggle for. 

90 years ago the Russian people revolted against war and poverty. They revolted and embarked upon building a new society and a new formation. They fought against war and imperialism and succeeding in withdrawing from the devastating 'Great War', an imperialist war for markets, control and resources. They revolted against tsarism and fought for democracy starting with eduction, health and control over their economy. 

In an Ireland of record inequality and poverty, in modern times, with a failing health service and poor education system we would do well to learn from the great days of the October Revolution and work to embark this country on a path of socialist construction. 
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
